1. Speed Sensitive Auto Lock
When the vehicle reaches 13 mph:
[] The doors will not lock. (Standard) = Off
[] Allthe doors will automatically lock. = On
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2. Shift-Linked Automatic Lock
When the vehicle is taken out of park and placed into another range:
L] The doors, if unlocked, will not automatically lock. = Off
] The doors automatically lock. (Standard) = On
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3. Driver Door-Linked Unlock
When the vehicle is turned off and the driver door is opened within 10 seconds:

6. Auto Relock Time Adjustment
